Ducted mode

* Ducted mode (Vented mode)
In the ducted mode, air is drawn into the hood, fat are trapped by stainless
steel baffle filters. Odors, fumes and condensation are then expelled to the

outside. In this mode, only the filters are installed.

* Recirculation mode

In the recirculation mode, air is drawn into the hood, fats are trapped by the
filters, the air then passes through charcoal filters to remove cooking odors,
the purified air is then passed back into the kitchen. In this mode, both the

filters and the charcoal filters must be installed.
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Removing and inserting the baffle filters:
To remove, depress the handle and pull down the filter. Remove the filter by

unlocking the hook.
To refit, slot the filter into position. Make sure that the handle is visible

on the outside.

Plug the charcoal filter into the units and turn it in clockwise direction.

FILTERS : Wash in the dishwasher, it is advisable to stack them vertically
to avoid food residue sticking to them.
